Homelessness can seem to be an overwhelming problem. Many people wonder
what one person or one congregation can do to truly make a difference.

The Family Promise Network provides a way for religious congregations to work
together to help homeless families. Each congregation participating in the Net-
work provides overnight lodging and meals for three to five families (up to four-
teen people) for one week each two or three months on a rotating basis. Home-
less families which we prefer to call our guests, stay at the house of worship from
6:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. daily. Each morning, guests are taken by van to a day
center where they meet with the Network director, care for preschool children,
look for housing and employment, or go out to school or work.

Volunteers are the foundation of the Network. Please join us for an informal/
information gathering if this is a ministry that is calling you.

Continuing the diary of Elder Horn, our first full-time minister:

In 1864, our General Gano called for volunteers to capture, in a
surprise attack, a regiment of the federal army, encamped at Fort
Smith. We reached their pickets at about daylight, and chased them
back into their camp. The federals responded. And the fight was hot,

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but we put them to flight, and captured a good many. Some were
killed or wounded. And being so near the main federal forces, we
had but little time to tarry before starting our retreat—or run the risk
of being taken.

During the first charge, Captain Haynes was shot in the hand. Jess Douglas of
Weston was shot in the bowels, the ball striking the big brass buckle on his belt
and passing around his side. It was a narrow escape for him. I received a mini
ball in the center of my abdomen and imagined that I could feel where it passed
out my back. The shock was so great that I lost my gun, but stayed on my

swered, ‘I'm sorry, but it’s a dead shot.” And I said, ‘yes, but some one go back
with me to the big tree on the prarie, so I'll not die here under the horses.” Abi
L. Stelzer of Celina and Henry L. Wilson of Pear Ridge, Arkansas, both went

back to assist me. Others assisting were Jess Douglas and Captain Haynes.

Before reaching the tree, I was so sick that I had to be helped down. But when I
undid my cartridge box, and my pants opened—the battered ball fell to the
ground. It had cut two balls in my cartridge box half in two, had cut the top
button off my pants, had cut a hole through my drawers, had frazzled the shirt,
but had only broken the skin.

When the ball fell to the ground, I said, ‘goody, boys, it didn’t go inl” Abi
Selzer insisted that I said, ‘thank the Lord, boys, it didn’t go inl” Well I was
feeling very thankful about that time. I was laid up from the wound for some
days, but now have only the scar to show for it.
